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In the lower site they got 26.7 kg/ha, which is below the 40 kg/ha mark that defines Class A streams. That's
pretty typical for a freestone stream.

At the upper site they got 167.59. That's a very high number. It's rare that freestone streams have that high of a
population. There is probably some "special” situation there that is leading to such a high number.

They might be getting some trout from the river that move up there when the river gets warm.

They should do another survey site further up the creek to get a better idea of the population.
